2019 Roddey Jones Memorial Grant Application

As part of the Virginia Cooperative Extension, the mission of the Hanover Master Gardeners Association is "Sharing knowledge. Empowering Communities." The Roddey Jones Memorial Grant was initiated to honor a leader of the Hanover Master Gardener Association (HMGA) by funding learning opportunities for Hanover County groups that apply to this grant program. Grant applications are accepted throughout the year. All applications received by the first day of each month will be reviewed by a judging committee, and submitted at the following month's HMGA Board meeting. Applicants will be paired with a Hanover Master Gardener Partner for consultation and education. Projects need to be completed within six months from the date the grant check is issued, unless otherwise approved in advance.

Eligibility: groups who reside or conduct business within Hanover County are eligible to apply. Grant awards will not be made to individuals.

Which focus area of horticulture or sustainable landscape management is being used for your program or project? *

The education programs and projects endorsed by the Hanover Master Gardener Association focus on concepts related to horticulture and sustainable landscape management. Sustainable landscape management is the term used to describe the implementation of landscape practices that promote the responsible use of natural resources in a manner that is environmentally, economically, socially and psychologically sustainable. Acceptable projects are based on one of the five areas listed.

☐ Environmental Horticulture:  To increase awareness and knowledge of sustainable landscape management for the optimum use and protection of the environment, including: management of all aspects of the residential/urban public and commercial landscape (soil, plants, insects, diseases and wildlife); and, understanding and proper use of equipment, pesticides, fertilizers, and other landscaping inputs to have the greatest value with minimal negative impact. Educational programs are targeted at water quality; yard waste management, erosion control, and related issues.

Youth Gardening:  To increase awareness and understanding of the value of horticulture and landscaping to young people; to gain the knowledge and skills needed to conduct horticultural-based activities and, to use horticulture as a tool to increase responsibility and leadership for youth.

☐ Value of the Landscape:  To increase awareness and understanding of the value of the landscape and to acquire knowledge and skill to insure the proper design, installation and maintenance of sustainable landscapes for economic benefit to the individual and community.

☐ Food and Nutrition:  To gain awareness of the benefits of home food production and to develop skill and knowledge in growing food, composting, managing community gardens or contributing to food banks and kitchens.

Health and Quality of Life:  To gain the awareness of the value of the interior and exterior landscape to human health, well-being and quality of life; and, to acquire knowledge and skills that will allow them to utilize this information for personal health and a healthier work place and community.  Health related issues such as the use of toxic chemicals, proper protection against skin cancer, and safe use of garden equipment are included here.
